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The book is based on the analysis of the findings of monitorings on issue-based reporting during
presidential and local self-government elections in Armenia (January-February and September 2008
correspondently). The main task of the study was to determine in which aspects the press presented the
urgent issues faced by the country, the extent to which these were linked to elections, election
platforms/programs of the candidates, how fully and adequately these programs were covered. Particular
attention was paid to the specifics and existing traditions of issue-based reporting in Armenian media
during the elections, when the interest of the society towards the viewpoints and approaches to the
solution of important state problems increases significantly.

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Preface

Year 2008 was in Armenia an election year. On February 20 the President of
Armenia was elected, in September-October elections to local self-government
bodies were held in the vast majority of 926 communities of the country. This
ended the process of transformation of apolitical forces that started after the
parliamentary elections of 2007.

In the new political situation, complicated by the increased polarization of the
society, characteristic of election periods, Armenia is to solve a number of
important issues. Within the country these are democratic reforms, corruption
and poverty reduction, economic development, social issues, budget and fiscal
policy, in the foreign policy these are the resolution of Karabagh conflict and the
improvement of relations with the neighbor countries, development of the
existing ties with the traditionally friendly states and the relations with the
European structures, etc. A particular issue here is the freedom of expression
and media, and in this regard, unfortunately, retreat is recorded by reputable
international organizations.

The present research was administered under the project of Yerevan Press
Club, “Issue-Based Reporting during Pre-Election Period”, supported by the
Friedrich Ebert Foundation. The basis of the study is the monitoring of 7 print
media of Armenia, made by Yerevan Press Club in two stages. The first stage
of the monitoring (January-February) covered the election camping for
presidential elections, and, partially, the pre-election and pos-election periods.
During the second stage, September 2008, elections to local self-government
bodies were held in 12 communities in Yerevan and election campaigns were
launched in 281 communities of 4 regions of the country (Ararat, Vayots Dzor,
Kotayk, Syunik).

Analysis of the publication content and quantitative findings obtained through
monitoring was made. It aimed at determining in which aspects the press
presented the urgent issues faced by the country, the extent to which these
were linked to elections, election platforms/programs of the candidates, how
fully and adequately these programs were covered. Particular attention was
paid to the specifics and existing traditions of issue-based reporting in Armenian
media during the elections, when the interest of the society towards the
viewpoints and approaches to the solution of important state problems
increases significantly.
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RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

METHODOLOGY FOR MONITORING PRINT MEDIA OF ARMENIA
DURING
THE PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS -2008

The monitoring object are the publications of 7 print media in the period of
January 8-February 29, 2008, in which various aspects of Armenian presidential
elections of February 19, 2008 were discussed.

Media included in monitoring:

. “Aravot” daily;

. “Azg” daily;

. “Golos Armenii” newspaper;

. “Haikakan Zhamanak” daily;

. “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” daily;

. “168 Zham” newspaper;

. “Respublika Armenia” newspaper.

Monitoring objectives:

1. Count of pieces dealing with the subject - by each of the newspapers and
by all of them, except advertising and advertising inserts, TV and radio program
schedules, “pure” photographs (with no texts and out of articles), entertaining
materials such as crossword puzzles, tests, horoscopes, etc.

The count of pieces is made by the stages of electoral process: 1) pre-election
period (before January 21, 2008), 2) the period of official promotion (January 21
- February 17), 3) election day and post-election period (February 19-29, 2008).

A piece is understood to be:

a. a separate article, report, interview, etc.

b. introductions to newspapers pieces are seen to be a part of the material that
they refer to;

c. the headline, subheadline, the lead (i.e., the text after headline/subheadline
that opens the piece and expresses the message of the article) are seen to be a
part of the material that they refer to;

d. the editorial comment to this or that piece, marked by the words “editorial”,
“editorial comment” and so on, are considered to be a separate piece;

e. photograph (drawing, cartoon, illustration, sketch, etc.) that is not a part of the
newspaper publication, but has a certain message of its own, is seen to be a
separate material. If the photograph accompanies a certain newspaper piece, it
is seen to be a part of it.

2. Count of references to the presidential candidates. Only the publications
on the activities or statements of the candidates are counted, with one piece
equaling to one reference. In other words, references to candidates in public
opinions polls, pieces on media monitoring findings, exit polls, chances of the
candidates, official information on nomination, registration, election fund, voting
results, etc. are not counted.

3. Determination of the connection of each piece with the pre-election
programs/platforms of presidential candidates (related or unrelated) - by
each newspaper separately and by all of them together. The number of pieces,
related to election programs/platforms of each presidential candidate is
counted, too - in each of the newspapers and all of them together. The pieces
that tell about the election platforms of several candidates are analyzed
separately (see item 3 of this methodology).

Besides, the subject matter of the covered platforms of the candidates is
determined: political (domestic and foreign policy), economic (state budget,
fiscal policy, corruption), social (salaries, pensions and welfare, as well as the
interests of vulnerable groups). If the publication refers several subjects, they
are all taken into account.

4. Definition of coverage of presidential elections and content of pieces,
covering the election platforms of candidates.

On the basis of quantitative data and the study of publication content their
analysis is made - how fully, adequately and accurately were the election
platforms presented in the media studied. The specifics of covering presidential
elections in general are analyzed, too, including the observance of the election
legislation and principles of journalistic ethics.

The pieces referring to election platforms of several candidates are recorded
and analyzed separately. The pieces containing comments of officials regarding
the pre-election programs of presidential candidates or tactics of their
campaigning.

MONITORING METHODOLOGY DURING ELECTIONS
TO LOCAL SELF-GOVERNMENT BODIES-2008

Monitoring object are the pieces of the same seven media (see above) during
the period of September 1-30, 2008, referring to various aspects of local
elections -2008 in Armenia.

Monitoring objectives:

1. Count of pieces, dealing with the subjects - made through the same
methodology as in the first part of the study.

2. Determination of the content of publications and count of thematic
references (not more than one reference for each of the themes in one piece) in
accordance with the following list:

1. Legislation on elections, communal budgets, activities of local self-
government, its transparency and accountability;

2. Administering the elections;

3. Transformation of local elections into a political process;

4. Problems of developing individual regions (communities);

5. Problems of state development in the context of elections.
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3. Definition of coverage of elections to local self-government, the subject
matters and content of pieces.

On the basis of quantitative data and study of the piece content the degree of
attention of each newspaper and all media studied together towards local
elections. Specifics of elections to local self-government bodies in general are
analyzed, too, including the observance of the election legislation and principles
of journalistic ethics.

ISSUE-BASED REPORTING DURING THE PRESIDENTIAL
ELECTIONS

IN ARMENIA IN 2008

A. The degree of media attention to candidates and their pre-election
platforms. Subject matter of the platforms

During the study period (January 8 - February 29, 2008) the presidential
elections were certainly the main issue covered by Armenian media. During the
incomplete two months the seven publications studied devoted a total of 3091
pieces to the issue. A leader in terms of the number of publications was “Aravot
- 803 (see tables 1-7), much ahead of the official “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”
(597) and "Haikakan Zhamanak" (548).

The media studied paid most attention to the two leaders of the election
campaign - the RA First President Levon Ter-Petrosian (a total of 770
references) and the RA Prime Minister, the leader of Republican Party of
Armenia Serge Sargsian (552).1t should be noted here that the references to the
activities of Serge Sargsian as a head of the Government and RPA were not
taken into account, while being quite numerous, particularly, in official media.
The leader of “Orinats Yerkir” party Artur Baghdasarian (185), who was the third
along this dimension, having received almost three times fewer references than
the Prime Minister, while the leader of “National Accord” Aram Harutiunian,
coming at the end of the list (56) - almost ten times less (see table 8).

It is important to note that such a huge gap in terms of references to the main
two candidates from other candidates to presidential office is due not only to
their more active election campaign, greater number of meetings with voters in
the capital and the regions, but also the stance of the media themselves. While
the connotation of the coverage was not among the specific objectives of the
research, one cannot but note that one of the factors, resulting in the leading
indicators of Levon Ter-Petrosian along this criterion was the negative
promotion that he had received from a number of media (in particular, “Golos
Armenii”, “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”, “Azg”). The long-distance debate that he
and Serge Sargsian had became particularly tense during the last days of the
pre-election struggle. The role of opponents of Ter-Petrosian was played also

by the leaders of National Democratic Union Vazgen Manukian and of “National
Unity” Party Artashes Geghamian, representatives of “Dashnaktsutiun” party,
“Orinats Yerkir” party, officials. This factor contributed to the increase of the
number of pieces referring to the former President of Armenia.

As it can be seen from Table 8, in terms of references Levon Ter-Petrosian was
the first in five newspapers. Only the official “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” and
“‘Respublika Armenia” gave the leading position to Serge Sargsian. Only two
newspapers, “168 Zham” and “Aravot”, in a comparable degree alternated
positive, negative and neutral pieces about the two leaders of the pre-election
campaign. The journalists of these editions, as a rule, refrained from openly
negative assessments and comments. In “Azg”, “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”,
“Golos Armenii” and “Republic of Armenia” the tone of publications about Levon
Ter-Petrosian was predominantly negative and neutral, while that for Serge
Sargsian was positive and neutral. The trend for “Haikakan Zhamanak” was
reverse, the ex-President was covered solely in positive and neutral context,

while his main rivals (and all other candidates) - in negative and neutral.

The media attitude towards the pre-election platforms of presidential candidates
was more evenly distributed (see Table 9): in the context of their pre-election
platforms candidates receives a comparable number of references (from 22 to
74). It should also be noted that there is not always a direct correlation between
the number of references and adequacy of coverage. Thus, the main ideas of
the pore-election platform of Aram Harutiunian (reform of the electoral model or
unit voting, setup of an economic parliament and adoption of a law on
opposition), having received the smallest number of references (22), were,
nevertheless, quite adequately covered by several media. Arman Melikian (34
references), whose chances were from the very start seen as insignificant,
stated his satisfaction at being able to convey the main clauses of his platform
to voters. In the beginning of election campaign the satisfaction with the
coverage of the pre-election platform was also stated by representative of
Artashes Geghamian’s campaign staff.

Before the official start of the pre-election promotion the platform of Levon Ter-
Petrosian was published, followed by a press-conference of the First President.
He was soon followed suit by other candidates or their staff representatives,
too. Besides, the pre-election platforms were placed on web-sites. An exception
was made only by the leader of the Popular Party Tigran Karapetian, who
announced that his pre-election platform was the Bible. However, in future he,
too, "disclosed" some details of his pre-election platform.

In other words, media had all chances to cover the programs of the candidates,
yet not all of them used these. Thus, it can be stated that “Haikakan Zhamanak”
(see Tables 4 and 4a) failed to present to its readers platforms of candidates
other than Levon Ter-Petrosian. The daily confined itself only to a reference to
platforms of 4 other candidates and two pieces that in essence did nothing more
but criticize some sentences of Serge Sargsian’s platform. “Respublika
Armenia” paid most of the attention to the platform of Serge Sargsian, while
certain provisions of other platforms were given either very brief or, as in the
case of Artur Baghdasarian or Artashes Geghamian, negative treatment.
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On their part not all of the presidential candidates wanted to engage in a dispute
with their rivals only within their pre-election platforms. For example, “168
Zham” (of January 22-23, 2008) in its report on the presentation of Artashes
Geghamian's platform noted that he had given more time to criticism of Levon
Ter-Petrosian, than to his platform. It should be noted that this may be the
reason that the most lengthy “Program of Creativity” of Artashes Geghamian
and ideas expressed in it were probably the least disclosed in the media studied
(even though the platform itself and the address of the candidate to the voters
were published in several media as paid promotion). Thus, only “Golos Armenii”
paid attention to the part of the platform, dealing with social issues.

Overall, one can state that as compared to the findings of the research,
administered by Yerevan Press Club with the support of Friedrich Ebert
Foundation during the pre-election campaign for the RA National Assembly in
2007, the stances of the presidential candidates were given a more
comprehensive and adequate coverage in media than the programs of parties,
running in parliamentary elections. Yet one of the problems still holds: to get a
real and most comprehensive idea about the stances of the candidates the
readers/voters had to use several sources.

After the publication of reports on program presentations by candidates a
number of media studied made an attempt to compare their clauses
thematically. Thus, “Aravot” published articles that compared the stances of
several - but not all - candidates regarding economic and social issues, culture,
education and science. “168 Zham” also compared the most notable
particularities of candidates' platforms in general and their economic aspects in
particular. “Azg” daily paid attention to linguistic and stylistic peculiarities of pre-
election platforms. Apart from this, at various press-clubs thematic discussions
were held (predominantly, among candidates' representatives), further reported
on by press.

In this regard the most successful attempt can be considered to be the pieces in
“Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” (of January 26 and 30, 2008). In the first case the
report on a discussion, held at one of press clubs, on the foreign policy agendas
of the five candidates was complemented by an article of the correspondent of
the daily, covering the stances of other participants of the election campaign. In
the second case the correspondent of the daily listed the main clauses of
economic programs of all candidates on her own - but for Arman Melikian, in the
platform of who, as it was noted, the economic part was completely absent.

The economic component of candidates programs caused the interest of not

only journalists but independent experts, too. Unfortunately, such pieces in all
media amounted to 4 only, and the discussion of the issues raised by experts
was not developed.

The differences in the programs of candidates were insufficiently disclosed with
regard to anti-corruption efforts. The candidates mostly spoke about the
institutional fight against corruption, creation of conditions that exclude
corruption, salary increase for responsible officials, yet neither a serious

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discussion nor questions whether the measures proposed by candidates are
sufficient.

In the process of discussing candidates’ platforms, in their public appearances
the diversity of political opinion was displayed, in particular, on the issue of
Karabagh resolution. According to the researches noted above, during
parliamentary elections party representatives were almost unanimous in
expressing an opinion in media that the conflict can be resolved only through
negotiations with Azerbaijan (or signing a peace treaty). Most of them stressed
that the MK problem must be resolved in accordance with the right of nations to
self-determination.

In the course of presidential elections campaign, some of the candidates spoke
more specifically. Thus, in the opinion of Arman Melikian, the territories,
adjacent to Mountainous Karabagh and controlled by Armenian forces, cannot
be surrendered under any circumstances: they solve the security issue and
must be given to Armenian refugees from Azerbaijan as compensation. Aram
Harutiunian proposed an initiative for all 9 presidential candidates on a basis of
a consensus to sign a statement he had developed on MK problem resolution.
According to the statement author, the signatories commit to contribute to
enhanced effectiveness of the negotiations process, ensuring Karabagh'’s
involvement in it as a party. In another paragraph of the statement the issue of
restoring rights and compensating the economic damage to the main victim of
the conflict, the Armenians of Azerbaijan, is raised. By way of a resolution the
signatories must also think it acceptable that Karabagh should exist either as an
independent state or join Armenia. Notably, according to Aram Harutiunian, the
document was signed by Vazgen Manukian. Serge Sargsian and Artur
Baghdasarian adhere to three basic resolution principles: Karabagh cannot be a
part of Azerbaijan, security of borders and residents of MK, existence of a
territorial link with Armenia. The pre-election program of Vahan Hovhannisian
and “Dashnaktsutiun” party that had nominated him contained a proposal to
sign a Non-Aggression Pact with Azerbaijan and Turkey and to recognize the
MK independence as a first step towards the resolution.

One of the main provisions of social programs of most candidates was the
promise to raise salaries, pensions and welfare for certain categories of
citizens. Such premises were generally seen to be populist by both journalists
and experts, because as a rule in the programs nothing was said through which
resources this will be done. Vazgen Manukian’s platform spoke about pension
indexation. Levon Ter-Petrosian platform contained an idea about constructing
social residence for ordinary citizens, and not for elite.

The candidates almost never addressed the problems of people with
disabilities. According to media studied, only the programs of Artur
Baghdasarian and Aram Harutiunian noted the necessity to develop a national
policy for this category of people. Notably, during the election campaign in
media only personal stories were published, with the problems itself remaining
undefined.

In the publications of media studied it was stressed that in the programs of the

candidates and their public statements a number of urgent issues were not
raised. Thus, for example, political scientist Dr. Gagik Keryan ("Hayastani
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Hanrapetutiun" of January 25, 2008) noted that none of the candidates
expressed his stance on the recently adopted strategy of national security of
Armenia, whether they accept it or will be changing it, if elected. The Chief
Editor of “Delovoy Express” Edward Naghdalian (the translation of his article
was published by “168 Zham” of February 16-18, 2008) noted that in one of the
programs did any of the candidates raise the issue of public broadcasting.

Closer to the voting day the inner political climate started to get tenser. Some of
presidential candidates, including the both leaders of the pre-election race, were
increasingly involved in interpersonal discussions that started even before the
official launch of pre-election promotion and were reflected in the press. The
coverage of the candidates program was all the more pushed to the background
and ceased completely during the post-election period. After the voting day all
the 5 references of candidates programs in media studied referred to the MK
problem, with three of these being related to the recognition of Kosovo
independence, and the two others were contained in stories that criticized the
stance of Levon Ter-Petrosian regarding the Karabagh resolution - criticizing
him even more for not accepting the results of elections.

B. Certain specifics of election campaign coverage. Accuracy of
information, adherence to legislative and professional norms

Despite the fact that during one of the sessions of the Government the RA
Prime Minister Serge Sargsian warned the Ministers of the need to follow the
requirements of the Electoral Code and to exclude any endorsements by their
staff, the officials, nevertheless, quite often took part in the campaign. The
influence on its course was made not by lower-rank officials, but by the
statesmen of highest standing. Thus, in the long-distance dispute with Levon
Ter-Petrosian the then RA President Robert Kocharian took part. Many of his
statements contained components of counter-promotion towards the First
President of the country. Certain provisions of Levon Ter-Petrosian foreign
policy program and his criticism of incumbent authorities for “being ready to
swap territories with Azerbaijan” were assessed negatively by Foreign Minister
Vardan Oskanian at his press-conference. In the debate with the RA First
President Minister of Finance Vardan Khachatrian took part, too. Minister of
Deference Mikael Harutiunian urged to vote for Serge Sargsian, Minister of
Trade and Economic Development Nerses Yeritsian presented the economic
part of the program of the RA Prime Minister and presidential candidate. Certain
officials, as well as representatives of the Armenian Apostolic Church, took part
in the meetings of the presidential candidate with voters in the regions of the
country and the capital. Naturally, all this was broadly reported by Armenian
media.

Support of Serge Sargsian and criticism of Levon Ter-Petrosian was also voiced
by foreign citizens, a fact, which runs contrary to the RA Electoral Code. Thus,
the president of “Politika” Foundation, head of chair of history and political
science of the International University in Moscow, doctor of history Vyacheslav
Nikonov gave an interview to the Public Television of Armenia, fragments of
which were published by a number of print media. Andrew Cooper, head of
British Populus organization that administered public opinion polls during the
presidential election campaign in Armenia, also spoke in favor of Serge
Sargsian.
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During the monitoring period the media studied gave floor to about 4 dozens of
NGOs, announcing that they will vote either for Serge Sargsian or for Levon
Ter-Petrosian. Meanwhile, according to the RA legislation, the status of a public
organization is incompatible with political statements. The media studied
published the statement of the Union of Armenians of Russia, making an appeal
to vote for Serge Sargsian, and a letter of Armenian intellectuals of Moscow in
favor of Vahan Hovhannesian.

Similarly to the period of parliamentary elections-2007, the Armenian press
published quite a lot of pieces from foreign sources. In some cases, as, for
example, in the article “The Roller-Coaster of Armenian Opposition” (according
to “Golos Armenii” of February 14, 2008, it was a reprint from Regional
Information Farvater web-site of Russia) or “Seven Dollars for Revolution. Ears
of Berezovskiy Visible Again” (reprint from “Krymskoe Echo” newspaper in
“Golos Armenii” of February 7, 2008 and in “Azg” of February 6, 2008 - though
with doubts as to the veracity of the article), obviously untrue information about
Levon Ter-Petrosian and his activities were disseminated. In some cases the
opinions of foreign citizens, expressed in media of their countries looked like
additional arguments in favor or against a presidential candidate. This was the
case of, say, the response of the former head of the USSR Government Nikolay
Ryzhkov, who started a long-distance debate with Levon Ter-Petrosian or the
article of political scientist Andranik Mihranian "In a Struggle with the Past of
Armenia the Present Will Win” for RIA “Novosti” (reprinted by “Golos Armenii” of
February 5, 2008). On the other side, in Los Angeles headquarters of Levon
Ter-Petrosian supporters were established, their activities covered by “Haikakan
Zhamanak”.

Information from local sources turned out to be inaccurate, too. Thus, a number
of media rushed to publish a report of the former RA Minister of Defense
Vagharshak Harutiunian being beaten, which was untrue. "Aravot" on February
23, 2008 published information that 7 deputies joined Levon Ter-Petrosian, yet
in the next issue it gave floor to four of them, who refuted this report.

During the research examples of inadequate newspaper presentation were
noticed. Thus, for example, the piece about the second interim report of the
OSCE/ODIHR EOM in “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” of February 15, 2008 (with a
reference to Armenpress news agency) was titled "Media Coverage of
Candidates is Equal’. In the same text the EOM report was quoted directly: "In
the majority of media the time allocated to the candidates was distributed more
evenly that during the previous reporting period”.

It should be noted that many newspaper articles contributed to the greater
hostility between the two rivaling camps. "Haikakan Zhamanak" always used a
collective cliché “sergeants” for its political opponents, along with its derivatives
"sergeant press”, “Sergeantization” (hinting at the name of the power
candidate). Levon Ter-Petrosian’s opponents were not choosy about
expressions they used, either, including members of parliament and journalists.
A National Assembly deputy of Republican Party of Armenia compared the ex-
President with Anna Kurnikova, the tennis player; another one announced that
people only go to his rallies to get free food. Correspondent of “Golos Armenii”

wrote (on February 28, 2008): "LTP called everyone a rogue, and | call him a
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bastard”. Examples of such language are unfortunately very numerous, and one
can only state that instead of fulfilling their main professional functions, some
media and journalists felt they were participants of political struggle.

In general, it can be stated that during the reporting period most media:

- paid insufficient attention to the differences in the candidates’ platforms or their
approaches to the solution of topical issues;

- did not make effort to organize civilized, even if long distance, debate between
the candidates for presidential office;

- not only did not contribute to the establishment of tolerance in the society, but
also, to a certain extent, aggravated the tension on the domestic political arena.

SECTION II.
ISSUE-BASED REPORTING DURING LOCAL SELF-GOVERNMENT
ELECTIONS -2008

Elections to local self-government in most of 926 communities in Armenia were
held in September-October 2008. During the study period (September 1-30,
2008) elections were held in all 12 communities of Yerevan. Thus, on
September 7 in Yerevan communities of Arabkir, Kanaker-Zeytun, Nubarashen,
Erebuni and on September 28 in communities of Kentron, Nor Nork heads of
administration (taghapets) were elected as well as members of the Councils of
Elderly. In six other communities only elections to Councils of Elderly were held:
on September 7 - in Achapnyak and Malatia-Sebastia, on September 28 - in
Avan, Davitashen, Nork-Marash, Shengavit. Besides, the study period covered
the initial stage of election campaigns in 281 communities of 6 regions of the
country (Ararat, Vayots Dzor, Kotayk, Syunik), where elections were scheduled
for October 12, 2008.

It can be stated that during the study period elections to local self-government
were not the main issue for the media studied. Overall, the 7 newspapers in
their total of 118 issues referred to the study subject only in 182 pieces that
contained 212 references. In terms of number of publications the leaders were
“‘Haikakan Zhamanak” - 53, “Aravot” - 50 and “168 Zham” - 34, while the official
“Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia” devoted to local elections
only 17 and 2 pieces, respectively (see Table 10). The latter one during
September did not report even the results of elections in Yerevan communities.

Notably, a similar picture was observed in other media, too, in particular, the
broadcast media, studied parallels by Yerevan Press Club.

The biggest number of references was scored by the thematic block
“Administering the elections” - 169, or 79.7%. This fact is reflective of the whole
trend of election reporting by Armenian media: they are to a greater extent
interested in the course of events and the results of elections per se, but no the
content of election platforms, the various issues raised before during and after
election campaigns.

The thematic block of "Legislation on elections, community budgets, activists of
local-self-government bodies, its transparency and accountability” was dealt
with in 26 references (12.3%). This occurred despite the fact that the local
elections in Yerevan were held against the background of changed status of
Yerevan, as stipulated by the amended Constitution 2005. According to the
Main Law and the draft law “On Local Self-Government and Territorial
Management of Yerevan”, the capital of the country is gaining a community
status with an election of a representative power body and the mayor, and the
whole of this process should be over by December 6, 2009. The communities
that currently exist in the capital will be abolished. Yet these radical
transformations did not raise much interest from media even during the period
when the heads of communal administrations of the Councils of Elderly were
elected for the last time.
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Besides, the legislative factor was urgent during the elections also in terms of
the media coverage of the campaign, yet this aspect, too, failed to gain the due
attention from the journalists. Unlike the national elections, the promotion during
local elections is not regulated in any way, thus causing numerous additional
problems in terms of equal access of candidates to media, the differentiation of
promotional and editorial pieces, etc. The problems become even more topical
in the context of expected elections of the representative power organ and the
head of Yerevan community. It is beyond doubt that these elections will be at
the attention focus of national and Yerevan media, and the lack of due
legislative regulation will become a serious obstacle for administering campaign
in accordance with democratic norms.

“The problem of transforming local elections into a political process” received
only two references. This issue in September, in the context of the draft law “On
Local Self-Government in City of Yerevan” was raised only by “Respublika
Armenia” and “Golos Armenii” - once each. The lack of interest towards this
subject matter is hard to explain, particularly, in the view of the fact that for the
first time political parties will have a chance of direct participation in elections
(candidate nomination). Moreover, the elections of the Council of Elderly in
Yerevan will be the first fully proportionate elections in the history of Armenia.

Thus, despite the radical legislative changes, the local elections continue to be
seen mostly not as a political process but as a campaign where the key role is
played by the family, neighborly, personal connections. Hence the attention
focus is placed not on the platforms of the candidates, but on their personalities.
This is partly due also to the passive involvement of most of the political forces
to elections of this leveled.

The problems of the state development were not in any way linked by media
with the administration of local self-government elections, and no reference was
recorded on this issue (see Table 11).

Notably, the media studied did not use the existing opportunities and did not
pay sufficient attention to other importantly issues, either. Thus, only in one
interview of a candidate for the position of the community head (the incumbent
taghapet of Nor Nork community David Petrosian, re-running for the position,
“Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” of September 26, 2008) a reference was made to his
platform. No attempts were made to present the opinions of experts or
candidates running elections regard a number of draft laws on local self-
government proposed by the Government (draft law “On Financial Leveling”) or
discussed throughout September at the RA National Assembly (packed of
amendments to the laws “On Local Self-Government”, “On Communal
Service”). The issue of effectiveness of unifications of rural communities, so

important for Armenia, was not raised either.

Despite the fact that over the past years that preceded the elections the public
was interested in a whole number of problems, related to Yerevan, they did not
receive the due coverage during elections in the Yerevan communities. These
are, in particular, urban development, protection of green zones, alienation of
citizens’ property. There has been a growth of public activism on these issues, a
number of suits have been filed with the European Court of Human Rights, yet
the electoral process and its coverage has very little reference to these issues.
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The figures above and the analysis of the media coverage show that overall the
media studied were passive, giving an obvious preferences to purely news
reporting. As it can be seen from Table 10, the biggest number of pieces on
elections was published during the second and fourth weeks of September, i.e.,
the days directly preceding and following the elections of September 7 and 28 in
several communities of Yerevan. In the interval between elections, during the
third week of September, the number of pieces was much smaller.

The media attention to elections in various communities was unequal. The
greatest interest of print media was mostly caused by the elections in those
communities of the capital, where the nominees to the position of the
administration heads were representing both the ruling coalition parties and the
opposition (Arabkir, Kanaker-Zeytun, Kentron). It should be noted that at the
same time the candidates themselves refrained from negative remarks about
each other (unless this referred to violations in the course of promotion or
elections). Yet some media made negative assessments of some candidates
(for example, "Golos Armenii” spoke negatively about the candidate for the
position of Kentron community head Ararat Zurabian as opposition
representative, while “Haikakan Zhamanak” treated in the same manner his
rival, the incumbent taghapet Gagik Beglarian as a representative of
authorities).

Less media interest was displayed towards the elections in the communities
where there were two representatives of a ruling coalition party among the
candidates - Republican Party of Armenia (Nor Nork community). Almost no
interest was caused by elections in the communities where only one candidate
ran and the result of elections was in fact pre-determined (Nubarashen,
Erebuni). In other words, most interest was caused the situations where there
were political collisions. Yet in such cases, too, the accent was made not on
specific platforms of the candidates regarding their communities but on the
clash of political forces that backed them. In particular, the elections in Kentron
community of Yerevan were seen to be a certain continuation of the clash
during the last presidential elections between Serge Sargsian (elected RA
President and leader of the Republican Party of Armenia) and Levon Ter-
Petrosian, supported also by the Armenian national Movement, headed by
Ararat Zurabian.

The interest of certain media to elections of heads of administration in various
communities was unequally distributed, too. Thus, “168 Zham” newspaper was
more active during the second week of September, in particular, as regards the
elections in Arabkir, while “Aravot” stepped in during the fourth week, paying
most attention to the elections in Kentron. It should be noted here that both
newspapers gave the floor to both the candidates of the ruling party and the
opposition, refraining from negative assessments and comments.

As to the elections of the Councils of Elderly, their coverage was extremely
scarce. Most of the references did little more than purely inform about the
“‘competition”: the number of candidates running for the number of seats. An
exception here was only made by the coverage of the incident in Kanaker-
Zeytun, where a few days ahead of elections of the candidate to the Council of
Elderly and the friend of the incumbent head of community, re-running for the
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position, ransacked the campaign headquarters of a another taghapet
candidate, as well as the report (in one newspaper only) that only the Council of
the Kentron community had one representative of opposition party elected.

Overall, the newspapers studied paid little attention to the life and problems of
regions in the context of local elections. Besides Yerevan, if one disregards the
CEC announcements about the dates of elections and candidates, during the
study period the pre-election situation in Masis and Getapnya village of Ararat
region were covered (election date - October 12), as well as that in
Etchmiadzin, Vanadzor (October 19), Ashtarak, Gyumri and a number of other
communities of Shirak region (October 26). In other words, attention was paid to
only a dozen of over 800 communities, where elections were scheduled in
October. Notably, the interest towards the urban communities above,
particularly that to Etchmiadzin, Vanadzor and Gyumri, was also due to the
tension of rivalry between the potential or running candidates and its
background.

Promotional materials or announcements of candidates (political advertising)
were not always marked as such in the newspapers.

In “Arabkir. Satiation Getting Tense” article (“Golos Armenii” of September 2) a
quotation of the incumbent head of Arabkir community of Yerevan Hovik
Shahinian: "Despite the fact that the elections of Yerevan taghapets cover only
a year, as the adoption of the law on Yerevan is expected (Ed. Note: the
above-mentioned draft law “On local self-government and territorial
administration in the city of Yerevan” is implied), but if elections were for one
day only, | would nevertheless have gone into them to serve my community”.
This statement was commented by the newspaper as follows: "This is absolute
truth; because the ordinary humans cannot even imagine the revenues and
profits that the seemingly modest position of taghapet can promise in case of a
“skillful” approach”. This comment could have been more justified if the
journalist accompanied it, say, with quoting from the income declarations of the
incumbent heads of communities of other facts. Besides, not every reader
knows the essence of the draft law mentioned, misinterpreted by the author of
the statement himself, hence the comment of the journalist here cannot be seen
as adequate.

In another example a journalist wrote: "By the way, if the draft is adopted and
enforced (the draft stipulates administration of the elections to the Council of
Elderly of Yerevan before January 1, 2009, which is practically impossible),
after these elections the communities of Yerevan will be considered to be
reorganized into community of Yerevan, and their properties will be given to the
city. As to the debate around the elections of the local administration heads in
some communities of Yerevan, it is quite justified. Clause 12 of Article 117 of
the same transitional provisions of the reformed Constitution says: “In the city of
Yerevan the local self-government bodies are formed no later than within 2
years since the adoption of an appropriate law. Till that time the local and
territorial administration in Yerevan is made in accordance with the legislation in
force”. So the candidates who joined the race know quite well: even after the
adoption of the law they will be able to run their grounds for almost three years
...” (“State in the State” article, “Respublika Armenia” newspaper of September
5, 2008). Actually, this publication, too, does not give a correct picture of the
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reformation of the local self-government in the capital - as it was mentioned
above the terms of elections of the Council of Elderly and the mayor of Yerevan
as one community are linked not only to the appropriate law, but also the
Constitution, and the whole process should be over by December 6, 2009.

It can be stated that overall the media studied during the local elections:

- paid insufficient attention to the process of elections in general, did not cover a
number of urgent aspects, related to it (the parallel study of broadcast media by
Yerevan Press Club showed that this deficiency is characteristic of the whole
media community);

- were unable to fully perform their role as a forum, equally accessible for all
candidates in local elections and revealing their readiness to serve the public;

- did not make the election campaign a reason to voice, discuss and resolve the
urgent issues faced by the country;

- did not sufficiently contribute to the establishment of political tolerance in the
society and to a certain extent even enhanced the increased tension in
domestic policy.

The main reasons for that were, probably, the absence of a distinct editorial
policy of media with regard to reporting the local elections, as well as the
absence of the legislative regulation for the media activities as noted above, the
traditionally low interest of most political forces in the local elections, the
commonly held regard of the local self-government as non-political bodies, the
elections of which has nothing to do with debating ideas and platforms.
